(Changes for 2010-11 in Bold)

St. Anthony School’s uniform for all grades (K - 8) csts of the following articles which may be mixed and/or
matched. All clothing must be clean, well-maintained| ahthe appropriate size for the child at all times when
worn to school. St. Anthony's administration resethesight to determine dress code compliance.

BOYS: Items must be purchased from SchoolBelles or Land'q&nits distributors). Items purchased elsewhere
must be in accordance with the color and style ofstéom these distributors.
Navy blue or khaki dress trousers which must be worn aw &t
No flared or slit legs, no cargo style, no baggy/ifglldown” pants, no stone washed/white, gold-tone, or
army-green khaki colors
Navy blue or khaki walking short (may be worn from Augu3ttober and Apri—May)
No cargo style
Shorts must not be more than 4” above the knee anddshoufall below the knee.
If a belt is worn, it must be plain solid color brownlgack with a simple brass buckle.
SS or LS oxford shirt in white
SS or LS polo shirt in either white oraroon
Turtleneck in either white anaroon
Maroon sweater: Vest, pullover or cardigan style
A uniform shirt must be worn underneath the sweater
Crew socks (6" ribbing) must be white or dark-colored (noidsatr anklets).
Maroon sweatshirts or fleece (with or without St. A's log@yntbe worn with a uniform shirt underneath.
Only crewneck sweatshirts may be worn; no hoodies amqbuohes.

GIRLS: All items must be purchased from SchoolBelles or Lahkalid (or its distributors). Items purchased
elsewhere must be in accordance with the color artel stytems from these distributors.
Plaid jumper, skirt, or culottes may be worn at all giagtels (must be purchased from SchoolBelles)
Length no more than 3” above knee (to check lengtkelloethe floor—hemline may not be more than 3”
above the floor).
Navy blue or khaki dress slacks which must be worn at tie wa
No flared or slit legs, no cargo style, no low-rise,stone washed/white, gold-tone, or army-green khaki
colors
Navy blue or khaki walking short (may be worn from August-teDer and Apri—May)
No cargo style
Shorts must not be more than 4" above the knee
Navy blue or khaki culotte/skort or skirt
Skort/culottes and skirts must not be more than 3" abdové&ree
If a belt is worn, it must be plain solid color brownlgack with a simple brass buckle.
SS or LS oxford blouse in either white
SS or LS polo shirt in either white praroon
Turtleneck in either white anaroon
Maroon sweater: Vest, pullover or cardigan style
A uniform shirt must be worn underneath the sweater
Crewsocks (6" ribbing) must be white or dark-colored (no footresnilets).
Tights or knee-hi's must be either white or navy and imeistorn as they were intended
Maroon sweatshirts or fleece (with or without St. A's log@yntbe worn with a uniform shirt underneath.
Only crewneck sweatshirts may be worn; no hoodies amqbuoches.



Shoes—Boys and Girls

Shoes may be either a dress shoe (heels must re®dekt in height) or a sneaker (no hi-togsyl must be
clean and in good repair. If a sneaker shoe is whenbasic shoe color must be either black, gray, nawhdae.
Small stripes or other small symbols on sneakers manpdasic color. No glaring colors (including neongj an
no glaring designs will be allowedlo character (i.e. Mickey Mouse, Batman, etc.) shoesa#owed. Any other
shoe besides a sneaker must be solid color white, naaw,ogrblack. If the shoe has a fastening of any kind, it
must be fastened in the intended manner. For the saffedfjudents and the preservation of school property,
"wheelies" may never be worn.

Non-Uniform Days

All non-uniform days are dress up days unless specificallged as dress down days. Non-uniform days are a
reward to a student for a specific reason such as a#ythAlthough the student is exempt from the uniform for a
day, he/she is still to abide by the intent of the doeske. Therefore, non-uniform dress clothes are to lva.wo
Sweat shirts and pants, blue jeans, T-shirts and tanklesp&kess tops and tops which expose the midriff are not
acceptable on these days.

Other Guidelines

Safety, consideration of distracting elements, andadization that fads are temporary are the basis for the
following guidelines:

1. Boys must wear their hair above the collar fraditional hair style. No shaved heads and no
designs may be shaved into the hair. The length akdlbtihe hair will not be excessive or
present a ragged, unkempt, or extreme appearance. Wheedctonbard, hair will not fall
over the ears or eyes.
Because of gang influence, baseball hats may not lmeimvechool.
Girls must wear their hair out of their eyes ioonventional hairstyle.
Girls in grades K - 4 may only wear studs in theirqaeidrears. Girls in grades 5 - 8 may wear earrings
that do not extend over or below the earlobe. Only eareing per ear is allowed. Boys may not wear
earrings. No other body piercing is allowed.
Tattoos (either washable or permanent) are not edlow
Distracting jewelry may not be worn.
Students may not wear cosmetics on the school gralumitg school hours.
Fingernail polish worn by girls should be pink, white,light red. Only one color of polish should be
worn on all nails.
